Conditions of Membership

All paddlers should be able to swim 50 metres in light clothing.

Family membership covers two adults and children forming one
household. Young people above the age of 18 living with a parent
will pay the appropriate adult membership unless they are in full time
education.

The age ranges applicable to different classes of membership apply
at the membership renewal date.

New members to the club are required to pay a joining fee per
application form..

Membership runs from 1% April to 31% March and must be renewed
by 30™ April each year - late renewals will be charged the annual
joining fee.

Paddling members of the club who are not members of Canoe
England are charged an additional small levy to cover the cost to the
club for their insurance.

Members in receipt of benefits will be entitled to a 50% reduction in
the membership fee.

Potential applicants for assistance should initially be made through a
confidential conversation with the treasurer who will need to see
and copy proof of your entitlement.

All applications for reduced fees must be made when you enrol.

Junior members must be accompanied at all times by a responsible
adult.

Unless otherwise notified the club will not accept responsibility for
any minors. Parents or guardians remain responsible for their
children at all times.

The club reserve the right to refuse or terminate membership at any
time. The balance of any fees paid will be refunded.

It is a condition of membership that members over the age of 18
assist in the running of the club by undertaking a minimum of 2
duties during the season. This is either to act as, or to assist, the
Duty Officer or alternatively to help with the tuck shop. Full training
and support is given to all members so that they can undertake these
duties with confidence.

The details you supply on this from will be held by the club on a
database to be used for administration purposes and to report
anonymous data to Canoe England. Your details will not be passed
to any other party.

The club cannot accept responsibility for any damage or loss to any
vehicles in the car park or to any property left in the Caldecotte
Centre.
